Regulation No. 25 of the Rector of the University of Lodz
of 26 October 2020

on: the amount of fees, conditions and exemption from fees for diploma recognition procedure or confirmation of studies at a certain level and the amount and exemption from the fees for academic degree recognition procedure

Pursuant to Art. 327(6) and Art. 328(6) of the Act of 20 July 2018, Law on Higher Education and Science (consolidated text, Journal of Laws of 2020, item 85 as amended), it is ordered as follows:
§ 1
A person applying for a diploma recognition, confirmation of the completion of studies at
a certain level or the recognition of a degree shall submit an application to the competent committee for academic degrees together with all the documents defined by law.
§ 2
1. The fee for conducting the procedure, referred to in Articles 327(4) and 328(4) of the Act, shall be paid within 14 days of starting the procedure to the University of Lodz (University of Lodz bank account Pekao S.A. II/O Łódź 86 1240 3028 1111 0000 2822 2488). The title of the transfer should indicate the committee for academic degrees responsible for the procedure.
2. The fee, referred to in sec. 1, shall amount to 50% of the minimum monthly base remuneration for a professor in a public higher education institution.
2a. If the University of Lodz is found not to have jurisdiction to conduct the procedure, the fee shall not be charged or shall be fully refunded.
2b. If an application is left unprocessed, the collected fee shall be refunded with a 10% deduction at the request of the person applying for a diploma recognition, confirmation of the completion of studies at a certain level or recognition of a degree awarded abroad.
3. In justified cases, in particular based on the material or life situation of the applicant, the applicant may be exempted from the fee, or its part, for conducting the procedure referred to in Article 327(4) of the Act.
4. An application for the exemption from fees, referred to in sec. 1, shall be submitted to the competent committee for academic degrees before the deadline. The application should be submitted together with documents confirming the circumstances indicated therein. A template of the application is provided in an annex to this regulation.
5. The resolution on the refusal to exempt the applicant from the fee requires justification.
6. A resolution on the refusal to exempt from the fee may be appealed against by the applicant.
§ 3
Regulation No. 55 of the Rector of the UL of 20.12.2019 on the procedure for applying for the recognition of a diploma and the procedure for confirming the completion of studies at
a certain level is repealed.
§ 4
This regulation comes into force on the day of its signing.
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
